· Know the purpose and structure of the Applied Knowledge Test (MK1)

· Know the purpose and structure of the Clinical Skills Assessment (MK2)

· Know the difference between a Clinical Supervisor and an Educational Supervisor (SK1)

· Understand the nature of Quality Improvement (SK2)

· Know the structure of GP speciality training (HK1)
